Funding and Governance 
 Cumberland Regional Library is part of the regional library system 

in Nova Scotia. 

 CRL operated its 7 branches and Books by Mail  service with an 

operating budget of $700,000. 

 The provinceôs public libraries are governed by boards of trustees 

appointed by the province and municipal units. 

 The Cumberland Regional Library must fund raise 3% of its 

operating budget.

Quick Facts 
 
 The Cumberland Regional Library serves all residents of Cumberland 

County via 7 branches and the Books by Mail Service. 

 

 1 in 4 residents of Cumberland County have an active library card. 

 

 There are over 80,000 items on the shelves at our 7 branches and 

access to millions more through Interlibrary Loan. 

 

 Last year we held 486 programs for children, teens, and adults, 

attracting over 6,100 people. 

 

 Over 125,000 items were borrowed last year, approximately 3 items 

for every person in Cumberland County. 

 

 We provide free access to 35 computers County-wide which were 

used for over 24,000 hours last year.
